« The importance of this work, however, is not histor IC
In nature — it continues to be critical to ensuring the
development and expansion of the Internet in many
regions and countries around the world.
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Many of ISOC’s Education programs serve multiple purposes
across both the supply and demand side  of the access equation.

For the purposes of convenience and illustration, however, ISOC’s
education activities can be generally organised int 0 4 areas:

— Supply: Improving Professional Inputs and Cost Efficiency

— Demand: Stimulating User Demand and Infrastructure
Accessibility

— Foundational: Leadership Development and Mentorship

— Core: The IETF Journal & Workshop Resource Center
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Many developing countries suffer from the lack of adequately
trained Internet professionals and basic infrastructure.

If network providers do not have an adequate supply of well-
trained professionals, the supply of network services and
network growth will be hampered.

Inefficient operations add unnecessary costs to access
provision, which ultimately get passed on to end users

— High prices and the lack of access points, in turn, negatively
Impact the demand for services by consumers and users.

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* For the success of the supply and demand there needs
to be local champions to spearhead the initiatives

e In places where the leaders exist they often lack the
resources and support structure  to actualize their
vision

e This often leads to frustrations and brain drain of
potential leaders and drivers
